Eastwood will again serve as tournament chairman, and former President George Bush and 

Arnold Palmer are honorary co-chairs.  All three tournament rounds will be broadcast 

internationally on The Golf Channel.   

 

Daily tickets for the Wal-Mart First Tee Open at Pebble Beach are $25 per day in advance 

and $30 at the gate, Friday – Sunday.  There is no charge for practice rounds.  Youth 18 

years of age and younger are admitted free with a paying adult. 

 

Season badges — good for grounds access all week — may be purchased in advance for 

$60 and $75 at the gate.  Packages containing 10 any-day tickets sell for $225 and must be 

purchased in advance. 

 

The Charity Patron badge, a special ticket which allows week-long access to both the Wal-

Mart First Tee Open at Pebble Beach and next year’s AT&T Pebble Beach National Pro-Am, 

is priced at $150.
